Winnebago County Health Department (WCHD) West Nile/Mosquito Surveillance and Control 

program is fully underway. Several EHI staff are logging several hours per week dedicated to 

collecting, identifying, and testing mosquito and dead bird samples. Staff continue to update the 

IDPH web portal with all data. Additionally, the bid for the tire recycling contractor was awarded for 

the June 9 Tire Drive. WCHD program staff met with Rock River Water Reclamation District staff to 

plan the logistics of the tire drive.

Communicable Disease Activities 

Severe Bleeding from use of Synthetic Cannabinoids: 

Ten (10) cases of coagulopathy (excessive bleeding) associated with use of synthetic 

cannabinoids have been reported to the Winnebago County Health Department 

(WCHD) since April 20, 2018.   One additional individual reported synthetic 

cannabinoid use at the time of their emergency department visit with no severe 

bleeding or above normal international normalized ratio (INR).  A Health Alert was 

issued in May to update our community healthcare partners on the current 

situation with synthetic cannabinoids.   
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Influenza Surveillance: 

The CD Team published its last weekly Influenza Surveillance Report for the season for the week 

ending May 19, 2018.  The County saw a total of 7,325 positive flu tests for the influenza season.

The Communicable Disease Team delivered their new sexual health presentation to local 

agencies/educational institutions to provide education on sexually transmitted infections (STI).  The 

presentation includes the signs/symptoms of an STI, the importance of seeking treatment and ways 

to prevent getting an infection.  In addition, participants learned about the Ryan White Program for 

persons living with HIV and the services available to them.  Each participant receives an 

informational pamphlet on STI facts to take with them for reference in the future.

¶ May 15, 2018 - Robin Long and Trish Paesani provided two presentations to a total of 50 

young adults (ages 12-18) at the Rosecrance Griffin Williamson Campus, an adolescent 

substance abuse treatment facility.

Social Norms Marketing Campaign: 
The Tobacco Control Specialist and Substance Abuse Specialists 

received the final images for the 2017-2018 Social Norms campaign 

at Harlem High School. Five (5) tobacco messages, one (1) alcohol 

message, and one (1) prescription drug message were chosen by the 

majority of students as the final images. The images will be printed 

in early June and provided to Harlem High School for the start of the 

2018-2019 school year. Students in classrooms who developed the 

messages were given surveys to provide feedback to determine 

future interest by students to implement this program by their 

school. A final report on processes and outcomes has been developed by the Tobacco Control 

Specialist and will be presented to Harlem High School administration in June 2018.  

 
Smoke Free Housing: 

The Tobacco Control Specialist attended the annual Spring Banquet for the Rockford Apartment 

Association. It was the largest attendance of Property Management Companies for this annual 

event. The Tobacco Control Specialist spoke with 35 property owners and managers and provided 

21 toolkits. There were also registration forms provided to those owners and managers who already 

had a smoke free policy in their lease. Property Owners and Managers were encouraged to register 

ǘƘŜƛǊ ǇǊƻǇŜǊǘȅ ƻƴ ǘƘŜ !ƳŜǊƛŎŀƴ [ǳƴƎ !ǎǎƻŎƛŀǘƛƻƴΩǎ {ƳƻƪŜ Free Housing Directory at no charge.

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National Prevention Week 
The first annual National Prevention Week for 

Winnebago County occurred May 14-18, 2018. 

Nationally this week is highlighted by SAMSHA with 

communities encouraged to promote the week with 

selected health themes. Winnebago County Health 

Department Substance Prevention Specialists with the assistance of the WCHD PIO chose to develop 

a week of messages and some activities that schools across Winnebago County could participate in 

along with activities schools are involved in at the end of the school year. An introductory letter

Health Themes included: (Monday)-Prevention of Youth Tobacco Use, (Tuesday)-Prevention of 

Underage Drinking and Alcohol misuse, (Wednesday)-Prevention of Prescription and Opioid Drug 

Misuse, (Thursday)-Drug Use and Youth Marijuana Use, and (Friday)-Promotion of Mental Health and

Boylan Catholic High School participated in National Prevention Week with daily announcements that 

corresponded with the theme each day; encouraged students to accessorize their uniforms with the 

color of the day; and posted positive messages around the school. They 

sent all teachers video clips from SAMSHA that related to the theme 

each day so that they could show their classes if they so desired. Some

Utilization of incentives for students 

and faculty was encouraged by WCHD SAPS staff to increase student 

participation at the schools. Information about National Prevention 

Week 2019 will be sent to school district administration in September 

of 2018.

Protocols developed by Center Directors of Personal Health Services and Health Promotion and 

Wellness include: the box is securely attached to the railing and is always locked; medications are 

only removed in the presence of at least two employees, the PHS Center Director and Nursing 

supervisor; box is checked and emptied each morning prior to clinic appointments starting; any 

medications removed are stored in a double locked container in the locked medication room of PHS 

center. To open the locked container two separate keys are needed. The locked medication room is 

only accessible to nursing staff.

meeting of the year with students on May 1, 2018 at Rockford 

University. Students gave feedback about their experience 

being involved in the Council and what they look forward to in 

the future of the Council.

Community Health Improvement Plan 

The Adolescent Pregnancy Workgroup convened a working team composed of representatives from 

the Winnebago County Health Department, Youth Services Network, City of Rockford Department of 

Human Services, Winnebago County Citizens for Choice, Crusader Community Health, and University 

of Illinois at Rockford to review a competitive funding opportunity with Health and Human Services 

to address adolescent pregnancy. This was on one of the strategic actions identified in the plan. The 

group planned to target an evidence-based strategy Love Notes on 400 at-risk adolescents. The 

group met intensively to identify target populations, review evidence-based programming, develop 

evaluation outcomes, and critical partnerships. The group learned that the State of Illinois 

Department of Human Services was also applying and targeting the Rockford region. After learning 

this information, the group chose not to pursue this grant but will pursue the NOFO (Notice of 

Funding Opportunity) if the state of Illinois is awarded the grant. It was an opportunity to bring a 
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community collaboration together to address adolescent pregnancy. The group will continue to 

identify funding and activities to support this priority. 

 

Dr. Martell representing the Winnebago County Health Department traveled to Chicago with 

representatives from Rosecrance, NICNE (Northern Illinois Center for Not-for-Profit Excellence), 

Crusader Community Health, 17th Judicial System, and Rockford Public Schools, and impacted parent 

for the formal presentation on the System of Care Planning Grant to address mental health in the

The Winnebago County Health Department (WCHD) All Staff Meeting focused on annual trainings to 

address Harassment; Mandated Reporting; and HIPAA (Health Insurance Portability and 

Accountability Act). The goal of the trainings is to not only review the concepts but also actually 

apply the concepts in situations. Working in the same small groups developed by the Health Equity 

Team, the groups applied the concepts to scenarios based on actual events encountered at WCHD.  
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After serving on the planning committee consisting of representatives from 

public health consortiums in Illinois, Dr. Martell attended the Public Health 3.0 

Conference ς A Workforce Development Forum May 2 ς 3, 2018 in Springfield. 

Forum objectives including describing the role of the health department as the 

Chief Health Strategist to address social determinants of health; identifying 

effective engagement and partnership strategies to address the social 

determinants of health; sharing best practices for data sharing; identifying 

innovative funding strategies; and aligning Public Health 3.0 principles with 

public health accreditation.  

 

The Substance Abuse Prevention Specialists attended a training on May 22, 2018 in Springfield at 

Prevention First regarding implementation and development of Youth Advisory Councils (YAC) to 

gain further instruction and education to enhance YAC development for the future meetings and 

events. 

 

¶ Domain 9 ς Quality Improvement  

On May 4, 2018, Dr. Martell attended the first PHAB (Public Health 

Accreditation Board) Learning Community meeting for the newly 

accredited Winnebago County Health Department. These Learning 

Community Meetings provide an opportunity for accredited health 

departments in the region to share best practices and guidance as 

local health departments prepare for the reaccreditation process.  

 

On May 29, 2018, the annual Illinois Department of Public Health 

(IDPH) Site Visit/Audit was held for review of the Public Health Emergency Preparedness Program 

(PHEP).  Winnebago County Health Department is happy to report there were no significant findings 

by the IDPH Emergency Response Coordinator.  The only item notable was that the IDPH 

representative is asking that the Strategic National Stockpile Medication Request form be added to 

the WCHD web page. 

 

As part of the Strategic Plan Goal ς Advance a culture of quality, the WIC program completed their 

customer satisfaction survey through the FY2018 Illinois WIC Participant Survey. A total of 609 

participants responded (10% of caseload).  Below are a few highlights from the survey: 

 

¶ 98.3% responded the WIC Clinic makes their family feel welcome. 

¶ 98.8% responded the person who greeted them was friendly. 

¶ 98.6% responded the nutrition and/or health ideas are helpful. 

¶ 96.9% responded the right amount of time is spent for a WIC Visit. 

¶ 92.6% responded the right amount of time was spent talking about breastfeeding. 

 

Next steps for the WIC team include development of action plans to address areas of deficiencies. 
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The Environmental Health Improvement Center continues their ongoing customer satisfaction 

survey post inspection. Consistency between inspectors has been an ongoing theme.  

Each of the Quality Improvement Teams for 

the FY2018 Initiatives Adopted by the Board 

of Health are in the process of developing 

storyboard to report out the activities and 

the results. The storyboards when finalized 

will be posted throughout the Health 

Department and on the website to inform 

the community of the work that is being 

done and the commitment to continuous 

quality improvement.

Substance Abuse Youth Prevention Education (YPE)  

The Substance Abuse Prevention Specialists (SAPS) have created a resource card targeted for youth 

that will promote the 2-1-1 helpline sponsored by United 

Way of Rock River Valley. Permission was received from 

United Way to redevelop the 211 card by our Prevention 

Specialist to be distributed to youth throughout Winnebago 

County, in particular the SAPS service area of Rockford and 

Loves Park/Machesney Park. A distribution plan has been 

developed and will be implemented this summer starting 

with local youth organizations such as Girls and Boys Club 

and YMCA summer camps. School District Student Service 

offices will be encouraged to provide cards to students during the school year of 2018-2019. The 

SAPS also developed a list of local drop off sites within Winnebago County that community 

residents can access to dispose of expired or unused prescription medications. This also includes 

information about the Health Departments New Amnesty Box (See Domain 3/Take It To The Box) 

This resource tool will be distributed with other communication materials such as the guard and 

discard program and DOPP training flyers. Local community organizations will be asked to distribute 

or provide this resource tool to clients, patients, and family members of individuals prescribed 

medications.
