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Domain 3 — Inform, Educate, and Empower

To help Winnebago County residents protect themselves
against West Nile Virus (WNV), the WCHD has created a
visual aid known as the Personal Protection Index (PPI) on
our website. The PPl informs residents of the amount of
WNYV activity in the county, as well as prevention steps
that are recommended. Residents should follow the 4 D’s
of prevention that coincide with each PPI risk level.

Also, the WCHD has added another tool for reporting dead
birds. The new online health surveillance tool on the
website makes it easier for residents to report dead birds.
Tracking dead birds is an important component of tracking
WNYV because it allows us to better target mosquito

control efforts. On May 21, 2015, the Health Department sent out the “2015 West Nile Virus Season
Surveillance Begins in Winnebago County”, news release. Two media outlets (electronic and print)
followed up with interviews. Social media messages were also posted on WCHD platforms.

HUD recently released its Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) for the grant opportunities that have
funded the WCHD’s Creating Lead Safe Rockford (CLSR) programs, HUD awards approximately 30
awards annually from one of two programs: the Lead Hazard Reduction Demonstration program
(LHRD) and the Lead Based Paint Hazard Control program (LBPHC). The three previous CLSR
programs were funded through LHRD, which due to its stricter requirements, is generally less

competitive and offers a higher total award.

The WCHD is in the processes of applying for funding, this time through the LBPHC program.
Although this program is somewhat more competitive, there are much lower match and direct costs
requirements. This allow the CLSR program more flexibility with its budget and also a

reduction/elimination of the $1,500 rental property fee currently in place.

This application is also the first time the WCHD will be eligible for Healthy Homes Supplemental
funding, which would provide additional dollars for certain housing rehabilitation that the current
program can’t cover. The WCHD has begun building a foundation for a Healthy Homes program in
the last couple of years. Our lead and housing programs currently perform air quality screenings
(temperature, humidity, carbon dioxide) for clients, we offer radon screening equipment to the
public, and two EH staff members are in the processes of obtaining a Health Homes Practitioner

certificate. We believe that these efforts, combined with our years of successful lead rehabilitation,
will make us an exceptionally competitive candidate for HUD funding this year.

The Everthrive Preconception, Postpartum and Interconception Campaign concluded in May. During
the 4 month campaign, we utilized the pilot project tools to educate our clients on various

preconception, postpartum and interconception health topics. We also shared the tools purchased
through the funding with several community partners to provide a greater reach for the educational
messaging. The tools were a great addition to the education that is already provided in our Family

Case Management and Women’s Health Program as the topics covered were directly tied to our
program deliverables for patient education. Through the pilot project, we enrolled over 650 women
in the Text4 Baby texting program. We will continue to use the supplies purchased with the grant

dollars until they are depleted. Moving forward, we will continue to use the messages in our clinic
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waiting areas on our educational screens and promote the Text4Baby texting program to our clients
using the posters and tear off pads provide by Everthrive.

Tier Guidance Definition for Core Competencies

1 Core competencies apply to public health professionals who carry out the day-to-
day tasks of public health organizations and are not in management positions.

2 Core competencies apply to individuals with program management and/or
supervisory responsibilities.

Training on applied epidemiology continued in the month of May with Dr. Mark Dworkin. The class
is working through the evaluation and creation of WCHD’s surveillance system for salmonella.
Several staff have presented literature articles on outbreak investigations to the class as part of
understanding epidemiology. The class is working on mapping out a current case for salmonella
investigation with both environmental and infection prevention and control staff participation.

Domain 9 — Quality Improvement

The Clinic Flow Quality Improvement Team is proud to announce
the “Plan” phase is over and the “Do” phase is underway. The new
clinic flow was implement on June 1, 2015.

The new clinic flow consists of the following processes:

CONTINUOUS
1) Paperless Intake MEROVEMENT
2) Patient Rooming Procedures

3) Clinician Interface

4) Nurse Interface

5) Patient Check Out

Aim Statement: To apply a consistent clinic process to each patient type, resulting in 95% of
patients experience a visit time (check in to check out) lasting =< 90 minutes by July 1, 2015.

The team is collecting data to ensure the change becomes habit. This usually takes 15-20 working
days. Activities monitored include consistently following clinic flow, utilizing flag system on doors,
and regularly applying scanning capabilities to ensure paperless intake process. Once control charts
show process stability we will measure patient through times to confirm compliance with Aim
Statement. An ice cream social is planned at the end of the month of June to celebrate success and
provide an update to other Center and Health Department staff on the new clinic model.

Domain 10 — Evidence-based Practices

W(CHD Infection and Prevention Control staff used ESSENCE Surveillance System Data during a
routine investigation of a salmonella outbreak. ESSENCE (Electronic Surveillance System for Early
Notification of Community-based Epidemics) is an evidenced based surveillance system that
monitors chief complaints from two of the three regional hospitals (Rockford Memorial Hospital and
Swedish American have signed agreements) for outbreaks of unspecified disease or of specified
disease before identifying symptoms are confirmed. WCHD worked with Cook County Department
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of Public Health to obtain data on Gl complaints for analysis and put processes in place to routinely
analyze data for potential outbreaks.

Domain 11 — Administration and Management
The Leadership Team and Center Director have evaluated programs and grant funding for
prioritization against the health improvement priorities, Public Health core functions and essential
services, and the Winnebago County Health Department Strategic Plan. Budgets are being
developed and submitted using the framework to strategize the use of discretionary levy funding to
support activities that have been prioritized but are not funded through grants.
